Eligibility Rules

2.                  Applicant must be planning on entering his or her freshman year of college or another year of 
undergraduate study. 
3. Applicants’ community service must be volunteer and not required.

The winners will be awarded the scholarship paid directly to their institutions upon successful completion 
of one semester of full time study and proof of re-enrollment.   

Criteria

 

The scholarships will be awarded based on the following criteria:  
1.                  Leadership in school 
2.                  Community service. 
3.                  Academic achievement/evidence of academic improvement 
4.                  A personal statement prepared by the applicant.   
5.                  The Nye Community Foundation Scholarship Committee may interview finalists.
